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How To Complete Safeguarding Children Training

Safeguarding Children Level 1 and Level 2




You can complete level 1 and level 2 training my completing 1 of the 3 options below. 

You need to renew this training every 3 years

· Complete via e-learning on ESR
· Attend a Safeguarding Children Level 2 (level 2 covers level 1 content) face to face session on a Core Topics Study Day
· Attend a Safeguarding Children Level 2 (level 2 covers level 1 content) virtual session

You must complete Level 3 core training every 3 years. To meet the criteria for compliance you must complete 8 hours of training.
